Lucy, and in the words of HMNS President Joel Bartsch, “*I'm happy to report that they reported back to us that she was literally hearty and
robust.” Other complaints lodged involve the lack of availability of the fossil for ongoing academic studies during the tour. HMNS curator of
anthropology, Dirk Van Tuerenhout, countered that the tour may provide opportunities for more technologically advanced tests than have
previously been performed on Lucy. A computed tomography (CT) scan for example, which is the type of x-ray most commonly used in
medicine, could provide researchers with new data regarding small intricate structures not detectable by other means.
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
